Keep Australia Beautiful (NSW)
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Report from the Chair

During the early part of 2005 we celebrated our 30"
Anniversary. It was back in 1975 that our founding
Chair, Lady Persia Galleghan AO, OBE, O St J,
first called a public meeting to rid Sydney’s streets
of rubbish and to “Keep Australia Beautiful”.

Since then, the organisation has maintained its
focus on litter reduction and management while
broadening its agenda to include a range of issues
that affect the presentation of our environment and
encourage the adoption of public places and
spaces to ensure they not only look good but also
are functional.

Thankfully, our public places are getting cleaner but
the issue of litter is still important and we cannot afford to be complacent. After all,
no one wants to live in a dirty street, businesses don't invest in areas that look
neglected and the general community would find it hard to accept beaches and
other public spaces that are strewn with litter.

The re-introduction of the National Litter Index will enable us to monitor our
collective achievements in a more scientific way. | am confident that the results will
reflect the outcomes of several thousand individual and community efforts that are
helping to reduce litter. The National Litter Index will also provide us with a tool to
identify emerging issues and to develop our responses to them.

One such issue is the cigarette butt. This single item has been at the top of the litter
charts for several years. During the early part of 2005 our response to this issue
was to design a campaign specifically for users of the Hume Highway, between
Sydney and Melbourne. The project, funded by the Butt Littering Trust, saw a
significant reduction in butt littering over the period of the campaign. The challenge
now is to maintain that momentum over a longer period of time and to educate the
community that dropping litter is not only environmentally irresponsible but also
socially unacceptable.

This project also demonstrated our vital links between regional and metropolitan
areas. Maintaining a clean and healthy environment is not just an issue for city
dwellers.

Our Tidy Towns program continues to demonstrate a clear commitment from
regional communities across this state to protect and enhance our environment —
despite one of the harshest and ongoing droughts on record.

The Clean Beach Challenge — now in its 5" year - is an example of the willingness
of communities up and down our coast to protect, maintain and manage our coastal
heritage. Our awards recognise their commitment and achievements.

Likewise, our metropolitan areas have demonstrated that despite the inherent
issues of urbanisation, communities and councils participating in the Sustainable
Cities program are ensuring that our cities are responding with appropriate and
long-term solutions to create clean and liveable environments.

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Meanwhile one of our primary roles - education - is being executed with
professionalism and expertise through the Waste Watchers program, now reaching
over 30,000 students each year.

There are demands in matching limited
resources to infinite project opportunities, demands of
ensuring that our core messages reach our target
audiences in a cluttered and busy market and demands of
guaranteeing that our efforts encourage others to sustain
our projects both now and in the future.

The value of the extraordinary efforts of those participating
in our activities goes well beyond the physical, tangible outcomes reported in this
document.

Tidy Towns Awards
“More than just a beauty contest!”

Our community-based Tidy Towns Awards program is the flagship activity of Keep
Australia Beautiful (NSW) and the most highly prized of all regional awards.

Launched in 1981, the Tidy Towns Awards continue to be the largest, practical
environmental program serving rural and regional New South Wales, and through the
national program, the whole of Australia. Around 130 cities, towns, villages and
schools throughout New South Wales participate annually.

More than any other year-round environmental program, the Tidy Towns Awards
encourage diverse groups to make a genuine and lasting contribution to their
community, working hand-in-hand with local government and local business, to
achieve substantial benefits and inspiring results.

2005 Tidy Towns Highlights

The 2005 program was officially launched in Orange and was supported by the
then Minister for Local Government, The Hon Tony Kelly MLC. Regional
launches were also held in Tamworth, Armidale, Kyogle, Dubbo and Wagga
Wagga

Raine & Horne supported the new Young Legends Award, which received a
high level of interest from across the State in acknowledging young
environmentalists and our guardians of the future.

The Tony McGrane Award for Civic Partnerships was initiated in memory of the
late Tony McGrane MP, former member for Dubbo and Ambassador for Keep
Australia Beautiful.

Gulargambone hosted almost 500 guests from across New South Wales during
the Annual Awards ceremony in October at which Singleton was announced the
Overall Winner for 2006.

Focus on Singleton — Tidy Towns Overall Winner for 2006

For many years Singleton has been home to Australia’s oldest winery, the largest
sundial and biggest solar farm in the Southern Hemisphere. Now Singleton is the
proud home of the 2006 Tidy Town of the Year Award.

Singleton offers great diversity to its residents and visitors. It is a thriving regional
centre located less than three hours drive from Sydney and an hour from
Newcastle. The town has numerous splendid parks and gardens, historical and
cultural sites, horse and cattle studs, as well as continued tourism growth and
established defence and mining industries.

Singleton may be the ‘geographic heart’ of the Hunter Valley, but its Tidy Towns
Committee is the town’s heart of determination and dedication.

Keep Australia Beautiful (NSW)
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The well established Singleton Tidy Towns Committee has gained a high profile
through the hard work and dedication of its members.

Singleton currently has a population of 21,150 and the Committee estimates that
approximately 85% of the town participates in some type of volunteer work. This is
an exceptional achievement and acknowledges the hard work of the Committee
and other community organisations.

The community currently participates in Clean Up Australia Day and National Tree
Planting Day. The Committee is involved in the annual Tidy Business Awards, is a
coordinating body for local volunteer groups and is a sub-committee of Council.
The Committee is a sponsor of Adopt-a-Spot, a program involving the clean up of
local roads.

2005 Sustainable Cities Highlights

Keep Australia Beautiful welcomed the Department of Commerce as a generous
supporter of the Metropolitan Schools Awards. Their valuable support now covers the
schools categories in both Tidy Towns and Sustainable Cities® Awards program.

The program was launched on 3 June 2005 by The Lord Mayor of Sydney, Clover
Moore MP, and the Minister for Planning the Hon Craig Knowles MP.

The annual awards dinner was hosted by the City of Blue Mountains Council on 28
August and was attended by over 130 guests at the Peppers Fairmont Resort in Leura.

The 2005 Overall Winner in the Council Category was North Sydney Council and the
Blue Mountains Food Co-op took top honours in the new Community Category. Loftus
Road Public School in the Sutherland Shire won the Schools Category.

Focus on North Sydney Council — Overall Winner, Council Category

North Sydney Council, which faces specific challenges created by the influx of
commuters, students and visitors, who more than double the population each day,
adopt a fearless approach to solving sustainability issues.

It was not just one aspect but the diversity
of actions and solutions — big and small -
adopted by North Sydney Council to
address the social, cultural and economic
aspects of a viable sustainability plan that
gave their submission the edge.

For example, their controversial initiative to
penalise high energy use vehicles
(including 4WDs) by charging different

fees for resident parking permlts to encourage the use of smaller, low fuel
consumption vehicles, was a bench mark subsequently adopted by other
metropolitan councils.

Participation in the ‘GoGet’ car-sharing scheme, with hubs at Kirribilli and
McMahons Point, has the potential to reduce the numbers of private cars on the
road and lead to the reduction of vehicle emissions. By not providing any form of
car parking for Council employees’ cars, these workers are encouraged to use
public transport.

Keep Australia Beautiful (NSW) 10
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North Sydney Council has formed working partnerships with the City of Sydney and
Parramatta Council to launch the 3CBDs Greenhouse Initiative which, to date, has
17 major companies covering 31 tenancies in the three areas making commitments
in their greenhouse performance estimated to have the potential to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions by over 153 000 tonnes and annually reducing
combined energy bills by over $17 million.

North Sydney Council’s ‘2020 Vision for North Sydney’ and ‘North Sydney Towards
Sustainability Plan’ look well beyond environmental issues facing councils today
and show forward thinking and a clear direction for future actions.

In meeting the challenges created by a community where dwelling density is one of
the highest in Sydney, North Sydney Council has carefully and collaboratively

addressed the issues of sustainability through consultation, participation, partnering
and planning.

Challenge is a community-based competition
aimed at beach and coastal communities. It is open to all NSW coastal local
governments, community groups, dune care, coast care and beach care groups
and individuals, in fact, anyone dedicated to the care, management and
preservation of New South Wales’ beautiful beaches.

Through competition and awards, the Clean Beach Challenge provides essential,
much- appreciated recognition to people who care for, protect and enhance the
beachside environments, thus preserving some of this State’s greatest assets.

2005 Clean Beach Challenge Highlights

The Clean Beach Challenge continued to grow and attracted over 130 beaches
to the program.

The fifth Clean Beach Challenge Awards were launched on June 1 at Dee Why
Surf Life Saving Club and winners were announced on 30 November at a
brunch at Bondi Icebergs with former ABC TV newsreader and committed
environmentalist, Richard Morecroft, as MC.

Toowoon Bay on the State’s Central Coast was the Overall Winner of the 2006
Clean Beach Challenge and Shelly Beach at Manly won the Sydney Region
Clean Beach Challenge Award.

Focus on Toowoon Bay

Toowoon Bay on New South Wales’ Central Coast is a popular and busy beach but
it still retains a natural tranquillity and serenity so attractive to beach goers and so
essential to the preservation of our natural heritage.

The recent beachfront infrastructure upgrade and refurbishment at Toowoon Bay
has provided the area with excellent parking facilities, easy beach access for all,
including the elderly and less mobile, double filtration of stormwater, an
underground power supply and surf club house which is a benchmark in
environmental design.

The surf club operates a holiday and peak visitor period surf awareness education
program and there are excellent emergency and first aid facilities and services in
place all year.

Extensive landscaping using native vegetation has attracted abundant local wild
life, including the beautiful Blue Wren.

The Clean Beach Challenge judges were particularly impressed with the bulk waste
bin for ocean weed waste which is used by Council and the Nippers and recycled
as green waste and the water conservation measures at the new club house are
second to none.

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The overall presentation and appearance of Toowoon Bay indicates a high degree
of participation and co-operation amongst volunteer land care groups and Wyong
Council and these

To achieve this, Keep Australia Beautiful has developed partnerships with waste
and resource authorities, local government, sponsors, the Department of Education
and Training and network bodies. This successful networking ensures that the
Waste Watchers program reflects local and current waste management issues and
challenges in a way that is relevant to the latest school curriculum.

Participation in the Waste Watchers sessions encourages students to influence
their families and others around them to adopt healthy environmental practices in
their home environment.

2005 Waste Watchers Highlights
This year approximately 30,000 infants and primary students have participated
in the program.
In addition to the key waste and stormwater modules, a new Waste Watchers
organics module has been developed and delivered to schools participating in

the program.

During the year Keep Australia Beautiful (NSW) played an increasingly important
role in the delivery of activities and messages initiated by the National Keep
Australia Beautiful office, based in Canberra.

Keep Australia Beautiful Week

This general awareness campaign generated an impressive level of media attention
covering a range of basic, but still important environmental issues. Supported
nationally by Raine & Horne and Hungry Jacks, Keep Australia Beautiful provided
support to thousands of Australians who were seeking direction to ‘do their bit’ to
help keep Australia beautiful.

Bunnings Warehouse

In partnership with Keep Australia Beautiful (National), Bunnings Warehouse
continued with a 10 cent levy on disposable plastic bags across its 176 stores. The
aim of the levy is to raise awareness of the impact of the damaging effects of plastic
bags on the environment and to encourage customers to consider alternatives. The
levy is being used by each State office to develop and implement the ‘Clean Site’
program which was launched in the first quarter of 2005.

Reduction of cigarette butt litter in the environment is a challenge for local councils,
hotels and hospitality industry, business stakeholders, and the community.

The highly successful Please Butt It Then Bin It campaign, developed by KESAB
has been conducted in all Australian States, including NSW and is underpinned by
research and a range of resource materials.

During 2005 Keep Australia Beautiful conducted half day seminars in Newcastle,
Wollongong and Sydney to assist organisations and businesses to understand and
address the emerging issues of butt litter, working with the key stakeholders and
the community.
